The 2019 Gubernatorial Elections

· Cheroka: Governor Grover Franklin (H) (Seeking 2nd term)
Governor Grover Franklin narrowly defeated former Governor Marvin Sky (D) in the 2015 Gubernatorial Election.  Franklin has become one of the most unpopular Governors in the country during his first term.  He has been labeled as “Governor Do-Nothing” by his detractors.  Cheroka has voted strongly for the Hawk Party in recent elections, but Franklin faces a tough challenge from Cherry Mayor Tim Weatherman (D) for the October election. Cheroka elected two Dove Assembly members last year, so Franklin appears to be in trouble.  Franklin only defeated a little-known county executive by a 52%-48% margin in the primary.  Will Franklin overcome his own personal unpopularity and win a second term?  Or will conservative Cheroka surprisingly elect another Dove?

· Liptona: Governor Devin Lewis (D) (Seeking 2nd term)
Governor Devin Lewis is a very popular Governor running in a conservative state.  Liptona currently has two Dove Senators and two Dove Assembly members representing them in Pur.  Few Hawks stepped up to challenge Lewis this year, and construction executive Gregg Holmes ultimately won the nomination.  The real question is this race is, how much will Lewis win by?

· Musca: Governor Loretta Womack (D) (Term-limited)

Musca is the only state in the country that is majority black.  However, the 2019 fall election for Governor will feature two white candidates.  Attorney General Nikolas Solis (D) and businessman Greg Drake (H) will be facing off against one another in October.  Doves in Musca hold a huge registration advantage, so the only way this race becomes competitive is if Tree Party candidate Barney King begins to gain traction.  

· Prescott: Governor Frank Christmas (H) (Not seeking re-election)
Lieutenant Governor Kirk Reilly (H) was expected to be coronated as Governor after he won the October election this fall; however, Reilly decided he would rather be a ROA Senator instead.  Voters will decide between moderate-conservative Secretary of State Clark Greenwood (H) and CEO Rob Mercer (D) to be their next Governor.  The state leans Hawk, but Doves have won a few recent statewide elections.  Can Greenwood ignite the conservative base, or will Mercer’s pragmatism win the day?


· Tobosa: Governor Bert Cole (H) (Seeking 2nd term)
Tobosa’s political climate the past 5 years has been wild.  Between Senator White’s (D) conviction of corruption charges, to her protégée defeating the Dove Attorney General who put her behind bars in this year’s primary election, things have not been settled.  Even with most of the action on the Dove side, Hawks have been annoyed with Governor Cole’s support of Dove Attorney General Mason Chang (D).  However, voters did not express that in this year’s primary as Cole won by a large margin.  The fall election is a rematch of the 2015 race between Cole and former Governor Paul McCreary (D).  McCreary was White’s longtime Lieutenant Governor before assuming the office after she became a Senator.  Cole narrowly beat McCreary in a close race last election, but a lot has changed since then.  There is an outside chance McCreary could pull off the upset, but it will be an uphill battle.


· Vorga: Governor Jackson Bishop (D) (Seeking 2nd term)
· Governor Bishop won the 2015 race for Governor by a mere two votes.  He will most likely win by a lot more than that in his bid for a second term.  Governor Bishop has been a leading voice on Vorgan reunification, making him very popular in Vorga.  Top-tier Hawk candidates passed on this race, and Hawks have nominated State Senator Rob Weister.  Bishop is heading towards a 2nd term, the question is by how much?
· Weers: Governor Patrick Sanders (D) (Term-limited)
· Weers is a state that has swung hard to the left over the past decade.  However, moderate Hawks have proven formidable candidates in the state.  Unfortunately for Dove Party nominee Lieutenant Governor Mary Lou Vernon, she is facing the face of Hawk moderatism in Weers.  Assemblyman Landon Smith (H,) a former long-time Assembly Majority Whip, is looking to take the Governor’s mansion.  Will Weers hold strong to its Dove swing, or will another moderate Hawk take a top office in Weers?
· Zaracona: Governor Ricky Gomez (H) (Seeking 2nd term)

Gomez is facing a tough challenge from Assemblyman Scott Smith (D) in the October election.  Zaracona leans ever-so-slightly blue, but Gomez has deep pockets.  Smith is attacking Gomez over his very conservative economic policies, and vetoing minimum-wage increases last year.
